Music this week

Our opening voluntary is rung by the Market Square Ringers. “One Great Spirit,” composed by Kathleen
Wissinger is an uplifting work that celebrates unity, faith, and the shared breath of life that connects all creation.
This piece draws on the idea that, across cultures and traditions, humanity seeks and honors a divine presence
greater than ourselves. Through flowing melodic lines, echoing motifs, and moments of shimmering resonance,
the music evokes a sense of reverence and joyful praise. The interplay between bell voices suggests conversation
and community, while the rich harmonies create a spacious, contemplative atmosphere.

The processional hymn, “Glorious Things of Thee Are Spoken,” is a well-known hymn with its text written by
John Newton in 1779. Best known as the author of “Amazing Grace,” Newton drew inspiration for this hymn
from Psalm 87, which celebrates Zion — the city of God — as a place of divine promise, protection, and joy. In
Christian understanding, the text has often been interpreted as a portrait of the Church: a community founded on
grace, sustained by God’s faithfulness, and called to reflect God’s glory in the world. Today we sing this hymn to
the stately and noble tune Go## erhalte Franz den Kaiser, commonly known in hymnals as Awustrian Hymmn. The melody
was composed in 1797 by Joseph Haydn. Its dignified character lends a sense of strength and assurance to
Newton’s confident text.

“Sicut Cervus” has to be one of the most beloved motets of the Renaissance, composed by Giovanni Pierluigi da
Palestrinal Palestrina was a master of sacred polyphony whose music has come to embody the clarity and balance
of the Roman school. The text is drawn from Psalm 42:1 and the motet unfolds in gentle, imitative phrases that
pass seamlessly from part to part. Each vocal line enters with the same yearning motif, musically portraying the
image of the deer searching for life-giving water. The music breathes with spacious phrasing and balanced
cadence, inviting us into contemplative prayer. In its serene beauty and expressive restraint, “Sicut Cervus”
continues to speak across centuries — an enduring expression of the soul’s deep longing for God.

Our responsive hymn, “Rock of Ages, Cleft for Me,” is one of the most enduring hymns of Christian devotion.
The text was written in 1776 by Augustus Montague Toplady, an Anglican priest and theologian. Rooted in the
imagery of 1 Corinthians 10:4 and the account of Moses striking the rock in Exodus, the hymn gives voice to
humanity’s deep, deep need for grace and the shelter found in Christ. The vivid opening line presents Christ as
the “Rock” — strong, steadfast, and life-giving — while the phrase “cleft for me” evokes both protection and
sacrificial love. Throughout the stanzas, the text emphasizes reliance not on human effort but on divine mercy:
“Nothing in my hand I bring, simply to Thy cross I cling.” Its poetry has resonated for generations as a clear and
humble confession of faith. The hymn is set to the tune Toplady, composed in the 19th century by American
composer Thomas Hastings. It received its tune name to honor the author of the text.

The offertory anthem, “Like As the Hart Desireth the Waterbrooks,” was composed in 1941 and is the second of
the Four Anthems by Herbert Howells, one of the most distinctive voices in 20th-century Anglican church music.
The text is drawn from Psalm 42:1-3, expressing a soul’s deep longing for God. Written during the turmoil of the
Second World War, the anthem carries a quiet intensity and inward yearning. Howell’s luminous harmonic
language — rich with expressive suspensions and gently shifting tonal colors — creates a sound world that feels
both tender and searching. Moments of full choral warmth give way to intimate passages, drawing us into a spirit
of contemplation. The music does not rush; it breathes! Howells allows space within the texture for reflection,
shaping phrases with a natural ebb and flow that suggests prayer rather than proclamation. The closing measures
offer us a sense of peace — not triumphant resolution, but serene trust.

Our sending hymn, “In the Cross of Christ I Glory,” was written in 1825 by John Bowring, a British author and
diplomat whose text reflects deep personal faith and unwavering devotion. The hymn centers on the paradox at
the heart of Christianity: that the cross — an instrument of suffering and shame — has become the sign of hope,
redemption, and abiding love. Bowring’s poetry traces the cross through every season of life. In times of joy and
in hours of sorrow, in prosperity and in loss, the cross remains a steady light and guide. Each stanza unfolds with
quiet confidence, affirming that Christ’s sacrificial love interprets both the brightness and the shadows of our
journey. The final verse lifts our gaze toward eternity, where earthly faith gives way to heavenly glory. The text is
set to the tune Rathbun which was composed in the mid-19th century by American composer Ithamar Conkey. Its
gentle rise and fall mirror the text’s movement from contemplation to assurance, encouraging us to sing with
heartfelt conviction!

The closing voluntary, “In the Cross of Christ I Glory,” by David Cherwein offers a majestic end to our worship.
Rapid passages whitl through the hands while the melody is offered in double pedal (this is where both feet are
playing at the same time, producing two or more notes simultaneously!).

Music next week — The Sanctuary Choir will sing “The Blind Man” by William Grant Still and Joseph Clokey’s
“The Lord Is My Shepherd.” The hymns for the morning will be, “Arise, Your Light Is Come,” “O God, in a
Mysterious Way,” and “O Christ, the Healer.”
