For more than three decades, Market Square Presbyterian
Church has prayerfully returned to the question: Who is God
calling us to be in this time and place?

Our mission statement, first adopted in 1990 and reaffirmed in
1993, grounded us in unity, diversity, justice, and service. In the
late 1990s, during challenging denominational debates, we
leaned more deeply into that calling — affirming that faithful
Christians may differ, that God alone is Lord of the conscience,
and that we are called to welcome broadly in Christ’s name.

After months of listening sessions, interviews, and
congregational “Table Talks,” Session adopted a renewed
mission statement in 1998 titled “A Beacon of Hope on the
Square.” It declared our commitment to love God fully, love our
neighbors generously, and open our arms to all — regardless of

race, class, national origin, sexual orientation, or worldly condition.

In the years that followed, we clarified that welcome even
further by explicitly including “gender identity and expression.”
In 2015, we also added language committing ourselves to
“justice, peace, and a sustainable environment,” recognizing
care for God's creation as a moral and spiritual responsibility.

Our mission statement has never been static. It is a living
document — shaped by Scripture, guided by the Holy Spirit,
and responsive to the needs of the world around us.

Through every revision, one truth remains constant: we seek to
proclaim and live the Good News of Jesus Christ as a diverse
and inclusive community, working for justice, caring for
creation, and witnessing to God'’s transforming love.

There is a serious threat to the
magnificent Monarch Butterfly. The
Endangered Species Act was passed

in 1973 to provide special protections to
such beloved creatures as the Bald Eagle,
which is one of the great ESA success

stories. There is concern currently, in the

form of the ESA Amendment Acts of 2025 which scientists
and environmentalists fear will weaken the protection of some
species that are seriously endangered. Monarch Butterflies
and the Hellbender Salamander are two such species in
Pennsylvania in need of our voices and that protection. They
are awaiting rule changes in the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service but
are currently experiencing “political interference” rather than
protection in the form of an amendment to the Endangered
Species Act now in Congress. Thanks to such organizations as
Allegheny Front, we can learn more, speak out and advocate on
behalf of Monarch Butterflies, grizzly bears and other
threatened species.

2026 monthly ISC
report.

The Department of
Homeland Security
issued a memorandum
on February 18, 2026,
concerning the detention
of refugees who fail to apply
for Adjustment of Status after
one year in the United States.

According to the memo, DHS may detain refugees who:

e Do not file an Adjustment of Status application after one
year in the United States; or

e Fail to attend a scheduled Adjustment of Status interview.

The policy has raised concerns among legal experts
because it represents a significant shift from longstanding
practices under which refugees were generally not subject
to detention for these reasons. The memo also suggests
that there may be no specific time limits on the length of
detention in such cases.

Refugees may receive interview notices from either DHS or
USCIS as part of the revetting or Adjustment of Status process.
Interviews typically take place at USCIS field offices and may
last several hours. Officers may ask questions about the
applicant’s original refugee claim, travel history, family
relationships, and any potential security concerns.

Possible outcomes of these interviews include approval of
Adjustment of Status, issuance of a Notice of Intent to
Terminate (NOIT) refugee status, or referral of the case to
immigration court for removal proceedings.

The task of helping our refugee clients go through the same
bureaucratic hurdles to recertify their legal status will be
crushing. In order to assist our refugee clients effectively, we
will have to prepare our staff and volunteers with the
appropriate immigration training, as well as developing
additional resources to cover the costs involved in the USCIS
application and interviewing process for each refugee family.

We are planning to organize a Community Orientation event to
address Operation PARRIS (Post-Admission Refugee
Reverification and Integrity Strengthening) on April 21, 2026.

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A Century of Living:
Happy 100th Birthday, Bill Dallam

On April 30, Market Square Presbyterian Church celebrates a remarkable milestone
— the 100th birthday of William Morgan Dallam Ill, known to all of us simply as Bill.
The last living World War Il veteran in our congregation, Bill has lived a life of quiet
courage, deep faith, and enduring service. We are honored to mark this extraordinary
occasion by sharing a small part of his remarkable story.

A Young Man Goes to War

Bill Dallam talked his parents into allowing him to enlist in the
Navy at the ripe old age of 17 — much to his mother Irene’s
chagrin. She signed the permission forms, but reluctantly. Her
older son was already serving with the Army Corps of Engineers
in the European Theater, and now her youngest was headed to
sea.

Bill was assigned to the USS Moale DD 693 as a Torpedoman
Striker and gunner on a three-man crew, later earning a
promotion to Torpedoman 3rd Class by war’s end. He would
serve at sea for 19 months, seeing action in the Philippines, the
Battle of Ormoc Bay, and Task Force 58.

The family’s situation had grown complicated in the meantime.
Bill's father had been quietly recruited to join the engineering
team at Hanford, Washington, working on components of the
atomic bomb that would eventually be used on Nagasaki. The
entire project was classified, and the family was relocated to a
secret government city built to house the workers. Bill, already
a bit lax about correspondence, never received his family’s new
address. Months passed without a word.

When Mom Called the White House

Irene Dallam was not a woman who believed in starting at the
bottom. A prominent Red Cross volunteer and devoted admirer
of First Lady Eleanor Roosevelt, she knew that Mrs. Roosevelt
had sons of her own in uniform. She felt certain the First Lady
would understand a mother’s worry — and so she wrote directly
to Eleanor Roosevelt and laid out her case.

The letter found its mark. Not long after mail call one day
aboard ship, Bill heard his name crackle over the loudspeakers,
summoning him to the captain’s quarters. Captain William M.
Foster was not pleased. He wanted to know, in no uncertain
terms, when Bill had last written to his mother. Bill admitted it

had been a while. The
captain slid a slip of
paper across the desk
— his family’'s new
address — and ordered
him straight to his
bunk to write. He
made clear that he “never wanted to receive another message
from Eleanor Roosevelt about Bill Dallam” again.

Bill was a model letter-writer from that day forward.

A Secret Mission: Nagasaki, September 1945

The war in Japan had just ended when Bill's ship received a call
for volunteers for a classified mission. The captain asked each
man four questions that had to be answered in the negative:
Are you married? Do you have children? Are you engaged? Are
you an only child? Those who qualified placed their hands on a
Bible and swore to secrecy.

On September 17, 1945 — fifteen days after the Peace Treaty
was signed — the USS Moale anchored in Tokyo Bay near a
Japanese naval base. Volunteers were told to leave all personal
belongings behind, wear dungarees and white hats, and carry a
.45 pistol. Each man was given a light-colored badge and
instructed to report immediately if it began to darken. It was
the first time any of them had heard the word radiation.

Posing as a damage survey team, they rode in canvas-covered
Army trucks to the outskirts of Nagasaki. On the way, they
passed a small group of Japanese civilians — old men, women,
and children, some with visible burns — huddled near the
command post.

Outside the trucks, the air was utterly still. No wind. No insects.
No birds. Everything within thousands of yards of the blast
zone had been reduced to rubble, roughly thigh-high. The
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roads were unobstructed but filled with debris, much of it
unidentifiable. No one had ever seen melted concrete or steel.
Even more than forty days after the bombing, a sour, foul smell
still hung in the air.

It took a moment to understand that the dark, charred shapes
scattered across the ground were the remains of human
beings. One of the men said quietly, “I came as a warrior looking
at a defeated enemy, and now | feel like a murderer.”

The bomb had exploded roughly 1,800 feet above one of the
city’s valleys, killing an estimated 40,000 to 60,000 people
across a three-mile area. Nagasaki, nestled in a series of
valleys, was one-third destroyed. In the distance, outlines of
structures stood as reminders that human beings had actually
lived there.

When the radiation badges began to change color, the order
came to leave. The ride back was very quiet. Passing the
huddled group of Japanese civilians again, the men opened
their remaining cans of fruit and asked the soldiers stationed
at the post to distribute them before the
trucks pulled away.

Back on board, the volunteers surrendered
their clothes, received new ones, turned in
their radiation badges, and were medically
examined. They were warned again to
remain silent.

On September 27, 1945, the USS Moale
left Japan for home.

Coming Home — and a Family
Secret Revealed

After the war, Bill's family reunited — his
two sisters and their husbands (both
pilots), and his brother John, who had
been captured by the Germans during the
Battle of the Bulge — all rejoining their

parents at a guesthouse on the Alfred I.
DuPont estate. It was there that the family
finally learned what Bill's father had been
doing all along: as a powerhouse engineer,
he had helped build the plant in
Washington State that produced the
materials for the Nagasaki bomb. It was
the DuPont Corporation that had built the

facility.

Bill keeps on his wall the citation his father
received, signed by Secretary of War Henry
L. Stimson — a daily reminder, he has said,
of how dangerous humankind can be, and
of how desperately we need both spiritual
and human leadership if we are to survive.

After his discharge, Bill enrolled at West
Chester State Teachers College, graduating
in 1950. His sense of duty hadn't faded: he
re-enlisted to serve 13 months during the
Korean War aboard the USS Oriskany CV
84, this time as an Aerial Mineman 2nd Class.
